The T-Rex was 13 m 
long and weighed up 
to 7 tons. The T-Rex 
had two small arms 
and two clawed 
fingers. It had over 60 
sharp teeth and a 
powerful jaw.

Its powerful 
bite was up to ten times more powerful than a 
crocodile.
